Religious School Curriculum

Our curriculum consists of 4 tracks:

_ Hebrew

_ Holidays

_ Torah

_ Tefillah

In our Monday classes (Grades PreK-3):

Hebrew:

The students learn their alef-bet (Hebrew alphabet), the food brachot; and simple prayers such as the Shema and Barchu. All students should know their alef bet by the time they finish 2nd grade.  Students begin learning prayer reading in 3rd grade.

Holidays: The holidays are explored using song, stories and craft projects.

Torah: The parasha ha shavua (Torah portion of the week) is studied using age-appropriate materials, which emphasize the middot (values) inherent in that week’s portion.

Tefillah: All students in the Monday classes join Rabbi Jamie for a short Ma’ariv 
(evening) service each week.

In our Wednesday classes (Grades 4-7):

Hebrew: In third grade, the students begin reading prayers and learning the meaning of the prayers, as part of the Jewish people (am Yisrael) as well as to them as individuals. Each grade is responsible for 4-6 prayers, so that by 7th grade, they are able to read and recite most of the prayers in the Ma’ariv( Shabbat evening) and Shacharit (Shabbat morning) services.

Holidays: Holidays are explored using various modalities, including text study, skits, songs and crafts, as well as classroom and all-school holiday celebrations.

Torah: Students study the parasha ha shavua (torah portion of the week) through age-appropriate resources, focusing on the middot (values) inherent in the portion. We encourage the students to make connections between the stories told in the Torah to events/emotions in their own lives. 

Tefillah: All students in the Monday classes join Rabbi Jamie for a short Shacharit (Shabbat morning) service each week.

In addition, we have twice-yearly Religious School Shabbatot, led by our students, and twice-yearly Community-wide Holiday celebrations.

Students are encouraged to attend and participate in the monthly Tot Shabbat services, held the first Friday of each month, and are welcome at all other synagogue services.
