Lifelong Learning 
In addition to religious school and adult education programs, this year we hosted several very 
successful intergenerational learning activities. Events included the second day Rosh Hashanah 
program for families, a non-traditional service in Indian Hills; a Purim Schpiel written by adult 
members who worked with  student performers;  and a Tu B’Shevat service that included a   
variety of workshops, a community luncheon and volunteer opportunities where families 
worked together to serve the Evergreen community. 
 
Building Community  
Members of Beth Evergreen know how to have fun – and like having fun together. Some of the 
community-building activities that we enjoyed this year included: 
· The wonderful Falafel Ball, which was not only a great time but also successfully raised  
money for CBE and Building Bridges for Peace. 
· The well-attended second night Seder, held in our own sanctuary, where over 80             
congregants of all ages broke matzo together. 
· Chai Times social activities, including a new Beth Evergreen tradition, softball, featuring 
the Hebrew Nationals and Mensch Warmers. 
· A wonderful end-of-year dinner for Religious School students and their parents where  
students participated in the service, demonstrating what they had learned during the school year. 
 
Social Action 
· The synagogue has begun several new greening activities, including using fewer paper 
products and reusing plastic ware. 
· Food and diaper drives provided support for those in need, and members volunteered to 
work at the Jeffco Action Center. 
 
As we look to the year ahead, we hope to build on these programs and increase opportunities 
for all members to be involved both through volunteering and through participating in an     
ever-growing array of programming.
